Our family has reluctance to
move so far away from home especially as
they have elderly family members who relo-
cated to small rural villages. They asked us to
wait until after Christmas as they reconsider
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this decision.

We can be patient and understanding as this
upheaval in their lives causes them great
stress. Pavlo repeatedly apologized for caus-
ing us inconvenience. Should they decline we
will look for another family. Since our portion
of the immigration papers are nearly complete
we would be able to move forward in a timely
manner. We’ll keep you posted thru grape-
